Education
We updated our education offerings 

into the Coastal Interpretive Center 

Education Program. Existing 

education modules were updated and 

new ones were developed to provide a 

broad range of environmental 

education field and museum 

experiences. Our new programs 

include:

• Intertidal Explorations, 

• Freshwater Investigations, 

• Coastal Forest Discovery,

• Interactive Tours. 

Our education team has decades of 

experience in formal and informal 

education. We reach out to teachers 

and encourage collaboration to help 

meet their needs and the needs of their 

students.

Our programs are fun and inspire the 

joy and wonder of nature.



Education
We have hosted 17 Education Program 

events since we re-opened in 2021. We  

partnered with Grays Harbor Stream 

Team, Grays Harbor Youth Works, and 

area schools and teachers to bring 

students and other participants  from 

schools in Aberdeen, Cosmopolis, 

Hoquiam, Ocean Shores, and Taholah.

A total of 640 participants have joined us 

to explore tidal pools, investigate Ocean 

Shores’ lakes and wetlands, discover the 

coastal forests such as the Center’s 

McGee Trail, tour the Center, and take 

part in biodiversity activities.

Outreach
Staff and volunteers at the Coastal Interpretive 

Center are participating in well-established, 

scientifically defensible citizen science projects 

such as the Washington Sea Grant Crab Team 

to monitor the invasive European Green Crab.

We have knowledgeable staff and volunteers 

representing many different areas of science, 

natural resource management, and history. Some 

of our new programs in citizen science outreach 

efforts include:

• WA-CWEST, our watershed monitoring 

program, in development with potential 

partners: 

• City of Ocean Shores and Fresh 

Waterways

• Grays Harbor Stream Team

• Tidal Pool and Coastal Erosion Monitoring, 

based on the MARINe program in California, 

Oregon and Washington, we lead participants 

in measuring tidal pool conditions and beach 

erosion, in development.

• Migratory Bird Tracking, with placement of a 

new Motus Wildlife Tracking station at the 

Center we will partner with researchers and 

educators around the world.



Outreach
We reach out to the community by                 

hosting our Glimpses Lecture Series.

• Lectures are held on the third Thursday of 

each month, October through March. 

• Topics include a science, natural history, 

and resource management as well as local 

esoterica. 

We also create weekly blogs on the natural 

and cultural history of Washington’s Pacific 

Coast and host Tapping Nature, an informal 

science event at Ocean Pours Tap Room.

Our YouTube channel provides a running 

series “Did You Know?” (in development) 

about our collections and regional phenomena 

ranging from the fascinating to the bizarre. 

Our social media platforms host a wide 

range of information from local advisories to 

natural and cultural history and our volunteer 

and fundraising activities.

Research Accomplishments
Staff and volunteers have collectively 

published and presented hundreds of 

papers at national and international 

meetings, published. Research experience, 

knowledge, and skills include:

• Fisheries and salmon reproductive 

biology, 

• Marine biology,

• Forestry, 

• Aquatic ecology, 

• Botany and range ecology, 

• Conservation and bioassessment,

• Museum collections,

• Biodiversity, and evolution.

Our current research focuses on biodiversity 

of coastal dunes and salt marshes, surveys 

of zooplankton and diatoms of coastal bogs, 

and aquatic insects in the Olympic 

Peninsula. 

We partner with other researchers, 

governmental and non-governmental 

organizations, and industry. Our researchers 

belong to regional, national, and 

international scientific societies.

Over 8,000 visitors signed our guest 

book with an estimated 9,685 

visitors in our first year and a half 

open after we were closed for Covid-

19. Before the pandemic we saw 

visitor numbers up to 15,000 per year 

and we expect these numbers to 

increase over time.

We have hosted visitors from all over 

the country and world. Although most 

are from Grays Harbor County and the 

Puget Sound area I-5 Corridor (58%). 

Of visitors originating outside of Grays 

Harbor and the I-5 Corridor (see 

graph), over a quarter of our 

remaining visitors are from outside of 

the Western United States and other 

countries. 

Visitors find their way to the Coastal 

Interpretive Center by different paths, 

but many visit because they have 

been here before, indicating that we 

are a destination.

Objects in the Coastal Interpretive 

Center’ collection include historical 

photographs from Ocean Shores and 

the Quinault Indian Nation, shipwreck 

artifacts, local art of historic and cultural 

significance, geological and biological 

specimens from this region, and 

paleontological specimens. 

Over 1,200 objects are accessioned 

with more awaiting data entry. We have 

permits from the Washington State 

Department of Wildlife and Fish and the 

United States Forest Service to expand 

our collections in the Coastal 

Interpretive Center’s mission area—

Washington’s Pacific Coast.

Our collections are small, but important 

to this region and are growing every day 

thanks to researchers and curators 

working and volunteering at the Coastal 

Interpretive Center.

Our expansion plans include three phases. 

Phase I was an interior remodel. 

While the Center was closed in 2020-2021, 

volunteers logged 1,266 hours designing and 

executing a remodel of the Center interior, 

creating new exhibits, and updating existing 

exhibits.

Some volunteers were highly qualified 

professionals who brought to the remodel 

expertise, knowledge and skills in curating, 

museum collections management, exhibit 

design, carpentry, forestry, and ecology.
